Bill Laughton's
Staggerwing

Bill Laughton's winter project is a model of the
Beechcraft Staggerwing. It has a 56” wingspan
and rumor has it that Bill is going to power it with
one of the new English RCV (rotating cylinder
valve, 4-stroke) .90 engines. Since Bill has owned
a few full scale Staggerwings, we bet that this
model will be as close to prototype as it can get.

Battery Care

Should you ever discharge a battery pack all the
way down? The short answer is...DONT! Now for
the why. When you connect a pack to a charger,
you connect the positive (plus), from the charger
to the positive (plus), of the pack.

If you run a pack all the way down and one of the
cells reaches zero before the rest of the cells in the
pack (and most of the time one will), how is it
connected to the circuit? It's connected plus to
minus because cells are wired in series in the
pack. The result is that the rest of the cells in the
pack will now start to charge the zero cell
backwards because it's connected plus to minus
rather than plus to plus as it should be for
charging. Then end result is that you reverse the
polarity poor cell and ruin it.

Now, this can't happen if you just put a pack on
the shelf and let if self discharge over a long
period of time because there's no complete
circuit. The pack isn't plugged into anything.
Likewise, it can't happen to a single cell that you
run down all the way because it isn't running down
to zero that causes the damage. It's remaining
cells in the multi-cell pack that turn into a
backwards charger if one cell is run all the way
down that does the damage. I've been telling
people this for 20 years but | still see people
running their packs down after every race/flight.
I've given up even trying to explain it to them
because the attitude is usually “Everyone else is
doing it”.

When you are done driving/flying, let the pack
cool off until it's just barely warm to the touch and
then either put it back on the charger or go home.
